	Special Guest: Dr. Molly O’Dell -- Pandemic Influenza update:

- Asked for NSPA assistance in making sure hospitals are part of the planning process.

- Adopt the ideology of “when” not “if” it occurs.

- Visit www.pandemicflu.gov (CDC)

- VDH State Plan is awaiting Dr. Stroube’s signature.

- There has been no sustained human-to-human contact thus far.
- There will be a VA Flu Summit march 23rd in Richmond (by invitation only)

- Regionally: working with local health districts to develop “plan-in-place”.

- Planners are working with individual hospitals in emergency planning.

- Carilion planning is system-based; HCA planning is individual by facility

- Encouraging all health departments and hospitals to update their plans ASAP.

- There will be a statewide drill dealing with the PanFlu the last week of October this year.
- SW Region will have a table-top drill late May/early June.

- VDH and hospitals may have to fax info/alerts to doctors outside of the hospital.

- Develop a web page for PanFlu resources (David will do this on NSPA web site)

- RHCC: could have someone dedicated to dynamic information during an emergency.

- Address isolation and quarantine issues now; don’t wait.
- Encouraged everyone to attend the State Forum in May – “Community Surge Planning”.
- How do we let community physicians know of their role in an emergency and communicate.

- Consider using community physician’s offices for developing surge capacity.

- May 10th CBERS – Isolation and Quarantine seminar; can register through VA TRAIN.



	NSPA Chair’s Welcome / Briefing:

Welcoming remarks and update on S.T.I.P..
- Close to being finished; without medications.
- Our first one will be demonstrated March 28th at the VDH Inservice at the Salem Civic Center.

- STIP will be used at the Martinsville Raceway in April; need volunteers for staffing; STIP Unit will be set-up outside the Main Gate—not inside; may need to stand-up RHCC.

- Staffing for 3 days – Friday, Saturday, Sunday

- Staffing = Nurse; Physician; Medic; Logistician, et. al.
- Rian Culligan will help coordinate logistics in the Martinsville area and for the hospital.

- NSPA will only provide travel reimbursement.

- NASCAR also provides EMS and local rescue squads will participate.

Brian Iverson & Tommie Crozier (VDEM - HazMat); Brian Thurman (Salem F&R HazMat); Rick Moorer (VDH); Curt Whitlock (Centra Health) = Committee Members and subject matter experts.

- Submitted equipment protocols and suggestions for purchases. ($16,000; approved by the group)

- Need to add to the Regional EOP, Radiological Annex.

- Build on hospital staff and capabilities, not replace.

- Main goal is to keep stuff out of facilities; prevent contamination.

- Utilize/Incorporate existing information (VDEM); use commonly available eqmt.

- VDH published a guide to radiological events

- Develop a web page for radiological response and resources (David will develop on NSPA web site)

- Brian Iverson performed an eqmt demo.

- Need to develop a protocol to use all equipment together (in concert); develop a list of interrogatories for users; add to Regional EOP.

- The feds offer a 5-day training course for healthcare providers and decision making

- Need to develop online training resources (David will develop on NSPA web site)

- Calibration can be shared expense with other agencies that require it.

- Must develop and deliver training and qualify people to use this equipment.
