	Regional Hospital Preparedness Coordinator’s Briefing:

- Described upcoming year guidelines from HRSA, especially the following:
    - expanding regional collaboration
    - implementing NIMS and the NRP

    - CBRNE detection and reporting

    - importance of deriving planning from hazard vulnerability analysis

    - supporting surge capacity development efforts

    - volunteer management

    - alternate care sites/development

    - Information Technology linkages

    - tiered medical response system

- The committee studying “Altered Standards of Care During Emergencies” is still meeting; promises some advisory information/policy by the end of 2006.

- NIMS update; Official Guidance for Hospitals may be available by Sept or Oct.; Steve Ennis and Carol Smithson have been working with the nation-wide group for development.

- Pharmaceutical dispensing site “Tool Box Kits” are available to VDH reps for the asking; they are stored at the new NSPA office at 1944 Peters Creek Road in Roanoke; may also deliver by request or bring to Sept NSPA meeting; call or email request to Morris or David.

- DHS is sponsoring “National Emergency Preparedness Month”; NSPA may cover the cost of recognition or “Preparedness Day” type activities.

- All need to inventory emergency equipment in NSPA trailers; especially look for “expired” items; David will be distributing information in the near future to help with this activity.

- All need to complete VA DMV title and registration for trailers received from NSPA; call Kester or Morris for more information.
- We will continue to offer trips to FEMA/Noble Training Center in Alabama, as was offered this year, on an individual basis.

- There may be an additional 5.6 million dollars for Pandemic Influenza activities available—stay tuned !

- Flu anti-virals for hospital personnel have been ordered by NSPA, and they will be kept in an undisclosed location for security.

Candi Carroll, Lewis-Gale Medical Center, and Roger Glick, CMC, were invited to give brief summaries of their experiences with the recent carbon-monoxide poisoning/mass casualty event in Salem, and they obliged the group.


	Regional Hospital Preparedness Trainer’s Briefing:
- Gave a brief overview of hazard vulnerability assessment (HVA) tools and methodology; listed high-ranking regional hazards with group participation.

- Carefully consider known risks and historical data, understand the effect of events on the facility’s population or structure, and understand the organization’s ability to deal with the consequences.

- May also consider issues concerning: probability, response, human impact, property impact, business impact, level of preparedness, internal resources, and external resources.

- HRSA Guidance and activity will focus next year on hospital/community connectivity and the “HVA”.

- Discussed federal required disaster scenarios, PanFlu preparations, chemical, explosive, and weather events.
